A video resource geared for Christian audiences,
middle school and older, gathered to explore
the roots of their Christian identity.

The title comes from mouths of sheep and goats in Matthew 25,
31-46 when they stood before the Promised One and protested
they could not possibly have overlooked him!

It explores the questions:
* Where in the world is Jesus Christ?
* How deep and enduring is my relationship with Jesus?
« Will others see Jesus in my words and actions?

The video captures the telling of how a portrait of Jesus,

modeled after a young adult with Downs Syndrome, came to be.
The question presented itself to Beacon Street’s artistic director,
Bob Kloos, while he was on the campus of a state facility for
developmentally handicapped adults: “Why not model a portrait of
Jesus after one of the residents here?” Cleveland artist Daniel
Whitely produced a large portrait that has traveled NE Ohio since
1990. Now a video can bring the story to you, your classroom,
your colleagues, or the members of your congregation.

The video includes a 16 page, full-color study guide with
resources, activities, and discussion points.

« Religious education - Confirmation preparation, peer
ministry, intergenerational gatherings, adult enrichment

e Evangelization - outreach, Bible Study, prayer groups
